You will need your unique handicap
number found on the bottom left of your handicap certificate if you do not have this then
request a certificate to obtain it.

You can also request a handicap certificate on competition days by entering the required
box whilst entering your score; this will automatically print your request on completion of
the competition.

We have had a difficult period this year trying to keep your handicaps up to date due to
computer and printer issues and | am pleased to say these are now resolved (for now!).
